IMPACT LANSING PACKING LIST 
WHAT TO BRING 

• Each student can bring one large duffel bag or medium sized suitcase 
• Sleeping bag or sheets/blanket and a pillow 
• Single-size air mattress or cot 
• Modest bathing suit (girls, modest one-piece or tankini); students may be 

asked to wear a t-shirt over their bathing suit if necessary 
• Two different outfits for each day are recommended - one to work in, one
